Classroom Procedures

Restroom Use-Restrooms are to be used during the designated times in between classes.

Class participation-Everyone has an opinion, and I want to hear yours when we are having a classroom discussion.  However, you must be orderly.  Raise your hand in the air and wait to be called on.  Sound effects and waiving your hand are not necessary and I will recognize those students who adhere to this procedure.

Sharpening pencils-Sharpening pencils is to be done before we begin class.  If your lead breaks, raise your hand and ask permission to go to the pencil sharpener.

Using tissues-Raise your hand and ask to get a tissue.  Once you have a tissue, return to your desk and keep the tissue until the end of class.  

Trash-You may throw away trash on your way into class, and on your way out.

Seating chart-You will have a seating chart, which I reserve the right to change at anytime for any reason.  Please sit in your assigned seat everyday.

Entering the classroom-You are expected to enter the classroom in an orderly manner and go straight to your desk.

Leaving the classroom-You will leave the classroom in the same manner in which you arrive.  However, please note that I DISMISS YOU.  You may not just get up and leave.

You will remain seated during class unless given permission to do otherwise by me.

Tardies-Per the school tardy policy, you must have a tardy slip if you are coming to my class late.

Makeup work-If you miss a day of school, you are to go to the folder containing the makeup work (I will show you where this is located) and get the work for the day(s) you missed.  You have one day to turn in late work for everyday you miss.  Example:  If you missed Monday and Tuesday, you have Wednesday and Thursday to make up the work you missed and it is to be submitted by Friday.

Bell Work-When you enter the room and are seated, there will be work for you to do on the board while I take attendance.  You are to complete this question, writing prompt, etc. and wait patiently for class to begin.  

Testing/Homework-Unless otherwise stated by me, homework and test are to be completed by you.  Cheating results in a zero.

Heading papers-You first and last name, the date, and the assignment title are to be in the upper right hand corner of your paper.
