U. S. Constitution

Learning Activities
1. Activities:
a. Students will watch a seven minute clip from the movie “Born Yesterday.” You will then receive a copy of the words to that song. Individually (Not a group activity) you will use the words and your copy of the Constitution to identify the ideas mentioned in each of the eleven verses and record your answers on the handout provided. When finished turn it into your class fold. As a group you will write a new verse for the song using an amendment not already in the original song. As a group you will perform the whole song including your new verse for the class. Watch that you sing it to the tune of “The 12 Days of Christmas”. The words to that verse will be turned in after your performance. Be sure to put it in the correct order when you sing the song and watch out for the “5 golden rings verse of your song.”
b. Each student will login on their classroom computer and then will log into Brain Pop using: up140 Passwork: up140. You are to watch the movies on these 6 topics: The Bill of Right, Branches of Government, How a Bill Becomes a Law, Presidential Powers, Supreme Court, and the U.S. Constitution and take the test for each. You will then email the test results to me. Be sure to give your full name and class information 8B, 8G, or 8L. My email for this purpose is: fullersshwk@gmail.com  Be careful when typing the email or I won’t receive the score and you won’t get credit. After you have emailed me the results you can view your test and see what you missed. DO NOT PRINT ANYTHING!! 
c. Matrix activity-A Constitutional vocabulary list will be provided with the meanings of the words. You will choice one of the activities below. After completing the activity you will turn in your project and take a vocabulary quiz on the words.

· Make a crossword puzzle using all the words and definitions

· Explain the vocabulary in relation to the Constitution & quote passages if possible

· Create a flashcard game to use for review 
· Make a Constitution game that uses the words

· Do a an Impress Slide show game for the words (Open Offices version of PowerPoint)

**You will also complete a Word Search using the vocabulary words from activity c. When you complete the Word Search turn it into your class fold.
The groups will have at least one full class period to practice your songs with your group in preparation for your performance in class. If a member of the group is absent the group will perform on the day the rest of the class performs but they will also perform again when the absent member returns. Please try to be present on performance day.
