Description:


Have students practice reading into the microphone.  Record their reading.  Have them listen to their recording.  Students should fill out the “My Reading Today” chart.  (See attached)  They should practice their reading again and record again the next day.  Encourage students to read fluently and with expression.
When students are reading fluently, the recordings can be saved and burned to a CD, posted on a web site, etc. to share with parents.
